Logical Fallacies
1. Slippery Slope:  Writer exaggerates the future consequences of an action, usually with the intention of frightening readers.

2. Bandwagon Appeal:  Urges people to follow the same path “everyone else” is taking.

3. Ad hominem  (“to the man”):  Attacks directed at the character of a person rather than at the claims he or she makes.

4. Hasty Generalization:  An inference drawn from insufficient evidence.  An isolated incident becomes the standard for all.

5. Faulty Causality (“post hoc, ergo propter hoc”—after this, therefore because of this):  the fallacious assumption that because one event or action follows another, the first necessarily causes the second.

6. Faulty/weak Analogy:  Inaccurate or inconsequential comparisons between objects or concepts.

7. Red Herring:  An argument that distracts the audience from the issue in question through the introduction of some irrelevancy.
